Have you heard the Good News? God Almighty 
has provided the gift of forgiveness of sins and 
eternal life by Grace alone, through faith alone, 
in Christ alone.  He reveals this Good News only 
in the Bible, and all for His glory alone. But it 
could be Good News for you.

In Acts chapter 20 verse 21, the Apostle Paul 
says that over three years he taught the Church 
in Ephesus “repentance toward God, and faith 
toward our Lord Jesus Christ.” That in a nutshell 
is the Gospel.

Repentance toward God.

First, the bad news.  You must realize that you 
are in a terrible state before God if you are out-
side of Jesus Christ.  We are in a fallen world, 
and this hardly needs to be proven; but it is a 
direct result of the curse because of our first 
parents’ sin of disobedience in the Garden of 
Eden.

You and I in and of ourselves are doomed 
in our unrighteousness which we inherited from 
Adam and Eve who fell from their created state 
of goodness, and thus were expelled from God’s 
presence in the Garden of Eden.  We are born 
into this predicament with no hope but to trust 
in the promise of the prophesied Seed of the 
Woman (Jesus) Who would crush the head of 
the Serpent (the Devil) that deceived our first 
parents (Genesis 3:14, 15).
